KARAOKE CONTEST RULES

Please read ALL of these rules very carefully!
1. This karaoke contest is NOT gender identified.

2. There is no specific genre of music in which you are required to qualify and compete in. Example: you can qualify singing a country song during the preliminary round but then sing a pop song and then a rock song during each round of the finals round. Acceptable genres of music are rock, pop, country, blues, jazz, and alternative, and heavy metal. No rap.

3. No profanity. If you do use profanity during your performance, then points from your score for that round will be deducted. If you would like to perform a song and you are unsure about a word or words being acceptable, then please contact Nicole Swan of KDL Entertainment via Facebook, phone/text and/or email before the day of your performance. Songs that contain constant explicit lyrics are NOT acceptable. If a song you would like to sing contains occasional explicit lyrics, then you must substitute the profane word with an acceptable alternate word.

4. No live performances. This is a karaoke contest and you must sing along to the provided karaoke accompaniment. If you would like to use a prop during your performance, make sure it is approved by the contest host before the event begins. Musical instruments (hand carried only) may be used as props but are not allowed to be used as an accompaniment to the contestants’ performance (you may not play the instrument). No live props, such as back-up singers, dancers or animals.

5. All contestants must remain close to the stage during their entire performance.

6. No repeat songs. You may not sing the same song more than once throughout the entire competition and you may not sing the same song as another contestant in the same evening.

7. There will be 4 weeks of preliminary rounds, in which 3 people from each preliminary round move on to the finals round, resulting in a total of 12 contestants during the final round. At the end of the final round, there will be 3 top winners.

8. You may qualify for the final round only once. During any preliminary round each contestant must sign-in and submit a $5 entry fee.

9. All entry fees collected during the preliminary rounds will be given to the top 3 winners as cash prizes (along with a sponsorship donation, courtesy of Luigi's Bar). First, second, and third place trophies will also be awarded to the top 3 winners.

10. Each contestant will be required to sing one song during the preliminary round to attempt to qualify for finals. There will be 2 rounds at the final level in which each contestant will be required to sing two songs total, one in each round. At the event of a tie, there will be a sing-off.

11. Each contestant will be judged on 4 criteria: song difficulty (10 pts.), vocal ability (20 pts.), stage presence/charisma (10 pts.) and appearance/dress (10 pts.). These four criteria will be explained on the next page of these rules.

12. No contestant or friends/family members of the contestants may have contact with the judges until after each event is over. Decisions made by the judges are final.

13. Everyone, please be good sports during the contest. Do not complain to the karaoke host, judges or venue staff about the results of the contest. Do not swear or make a scene. Karaoke is supposed to be fun, and disruptive behavior will not be tolerated. Any contestant, family member or associate of a contestant who attempts to argue with the karaoke host, judges or venue staff will ensure that contestant will not be able to compete in the karaoke contest the following year and even may be permanently disqualified from competing in the Luigi's TALENT SEARCH KARAOKE CONTEST in the future.

14. KDL Entertainment reserves the right to disqualify a contestant or stop the contestants’ performance if we feel the contestants’ performance has become inappropriate. Removal of clothing (without prior approval), jumping from the stage, damaging equipment, etc. will result in immediate disqualification.

15. KDL Entertainment will post the final scores of all contestants who competed at the final competition in a conspicuous place. If any contestant would like to view his/her performance score at the preliminary level, then you may do so. KDL Entertainment will not post the preliminary round score sheets, so the only performance score you will see (other than at the final level) will be your own.
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KARAOKE PERFORMANCE CRITERIA

Questions to ask yourself and what to prepare for
1. Song difficulty (10 pts.): Are there high notes/long notes in a song and do you sing them well? Are you staying in tempo with the accompaniment?

2. Vocal ability (20 pts.): Intonation and pitch, strength and range of your voice, and the duration of your notes. The use of phrasing, articulation and dynamics. Are you singing well in harmony with the music?

3. Stage Presence (10 pts.): Facial expression, body gestures, and commanding the audience. Are you comfortable and relaxed on the stage, and are you utilizing the stage during your performance?

4. Dress/Appearance (10 pts.): Judges are looking at everything. Does your outfit accommodate the song(s) you are singing?
